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Introduction
The 2016 National Assembly for Wales 
election offers an important and unique 
opportunity for political parties in Wales 
to outline their proposals for improving 
the health and welfare of animals across 
the country.

Following the 2011 referendum on extending 
the Assembly’s law-making powers, 2016 will 
be the first full election campaign in which 
animal welfare - aside from hunting and 
animal experimentation - has been a fully 
devolved matter.

To this end, the spotlight will be on Wales’ 
political parties to develop innovative 
solutions which could enhance Wales’ 
strong reputation for animal welfare.

Wales is a nation of animal lovers - and 43 
percent of households own at least one 
animal9, whilst the nation boasts a rich 
agricultural history. Notably, ownership of 
companion animals is higher in Wales than 
in the UK as a whole10.

As such, animal welfare is exceptionally 
high up the public’s consciousness in Wales. 
It is natural to expect that many voters 
will closely study the approach of Wales’ 
political parties before deciding how 
to vote.

Indeed, issues related to animals and their 
welfare are regularly highlighted as one of 
the most common to appear in the post bag 
of politicians in Wales. In December 2014, 
one Assembly Member publicly declared 
that they’d received more emails about dog 
breeding than any other issue that year11.

Since the onset of devolution, Wales has 
made key strides concerning animal welfare. 
From becoming the UK’s first nation to ban 
the use of electronic shock collars on dogs 
and cats, to the introduction of legislation 
aimed at tackling fly-grazed and abandoned 
horses; to tightening regulations concerning 
puppy breeding, there is much to celebrate.

However, there is considerable work to 
do to further change law and policy aimed 
at improving the lives of animals in Wales. 
With the 2016 election fast approaching, 
it is hoped this document offers a clear 
vision as to the steps decision-makers can 
take during the Fifth Assembly to meet 
this challenge.

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Five Key Asks 
END NON-STUN SLAUGHTER
Exemptions for certain communities 
allow for some farm animals in Wales to 
be slaughtered without prior stunning. 
Scientific opinion suggests non-stun 
slaughter compromises animal welfare. The 
next Welsh Government should prevent 
this; ending current exemptions and thus 
improving slaughterhouse welfare. 

REGULATION OF SANCTUARIES
Large numbers of animals in Wales are 
based in ‘sanctuaries’, and - whilst many 
provide a hugely valuable service - 
there is no regulation governing such 
establishments. A licensing scheme could 
help ensure standards at sanctuaries across 
Wales, offering vital protection to animals 
and assurances to the public. 

A NEW WILDLIFE ACT
A significant review, update and 
consolidation of the multitude of 
wildlife legislation in Wales is required. A 
commitment to introduce a new Wildlife 
Act could lead to better protection for 
Wales’ wild animals and ensure the law is fit 
for purpose and enforceable. 

REVIEW PUBLIC SECTOR 
BUYING STANDARDS
The public sector procures huge amounts 
of food - and should set an example by 
sourcing higher welfare produce. The 
Welsh Government should make this a 
requirement within its contracts, and 
provide guidance to Local Authorities 
concerning the benefits of procuring higher 
welfare produce.

EFFECTIVE ENFORCEMENT
Across Wales, there is a postcode lottery 
concerning the provision and enforcement 
of services impacting upon animal welfare. 
Many agencies face an increasingly difficult 
financial situation, and key services have 
been cut. The Welsh Government should 
undertake a wholesale review concerning 
the ability of Local Authorities and other 
agencies to enforce legislation that impacts 
upon the welfare of animals.
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Companion Animals
Data from the Welsh Government suggests 
43 percent of households in Wales own at 
least one animal. Additionally, statistics 
indicate pet ownership is higher in Wales 
than across the UK12; with 35 percent of 
households owning at least one dog, and 21 
percent owning at least one cat13. 

The Welsh Government has made great 
strides in recent years concerning the 
welfare of companion animals; with Wales 
the first UK nation to ban the use of 
electronic shock collars for cats and dogs, 
and with new regulations governing the 
breeding of puppies now in place. 

Additionally, the Welsh Government’s 
Code of Practice for cats, dogs, equines and 
rabbits provide important benchmarks for 
animal care; and are often used as evidence 
by the RSPCA’s Inspectorate when bringing 
prosecutions against those suspected of 
animal welfare offences.

However, much work remains to be done to 
promote responsible pet ownership, tackle 
the oversupply of companion animals in 
Wales and prevent animal cruelty.

ENFORCEMENT
A small number of animal welfare laws 
in Wales place a statutory requirement 
on Local Authorities to act. Increasingly, 
standards and service levels across Wales 

vary considerably; creating a postcode 
lottery of provision. Enabling laws often 
come with no new resources for Local 
Authorities, and financial constraints 
faced by many Councils risk undermining 
local animal welfare. The future Welsh 
Government should review the capacity, 
resources and expertise of local government 
to enforce key legislation which impacts 
upon animal welfare; considering the need 
for increasing statutory onus and providing  
detailed guidance where necessary. 

ACTION ON CAT BREEDING
The recent introduction of new dog breeding 
regulations was positive, but significant work 
remains to be done to improve companion 
animal breeding standards in Wales. Much 
concern has centered on the breeding 
of felines; and CAWES identified 347 cat 
breeders in Wales as of 2010/201114, yet no 
specific standards govern their practice. 
The Welsh Government should explore 
the need to introduce regulations covering 
the breeding of cats, and other companion 
animals where necessary, to ensure 
standards within the sector.

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PROTECT SHOCK COLLAR BAN
It should be a source of great pride that, in 
2010, Wales became the first, and remains 
only, UK nation to introduce a ban on the 
use of electronic collars for cats and dogs - 
and its retention is vital. RSPCA Cymru is 
deeply concerned by calls to water down 
the law by removing the ban on electronic 
collars linked with invisible boundary 
fencing15. These systems have a number of 
welfare and behavioural implications; and 
evidence has not been presented to suggest 
legislative change would provide a net 
benefit to the welfare of animals. The Welsh 
Government could also establish a forum of 
major retailers, aimed at reducing instances 
of shock collars being purchased in Wales in 
ignorance of the law.

UPDATE LEGISLATION ON 
SELLING ANIMALS
Wales has an overpopulation of companion 
animals - and laws related to selling animals 
are outdated and incompatible with 
modern trends. The Pet Animals Act (1951), 
for example, is over six decades old. RSPCA 
estimates indicate approximately one 
third of all animal sales are believed to be 
online - which is essentially an unregulated 
sales outlet. The future Welsh Government 
should undertake a wholesale review of 
legislation surrounding the dealing, trading 
and selling of animals; including a key focus 
of the regulation of animals sold online. 

REGULATE GREYHOUND RACING
There is one independent ‘flapping’ 
greyhound racing track operating in Wales16. 
Unlike in England, no additional legal 
protection is afforded to racing greyhounds 
in Wales. Rules in England include the 
attendance of a vet at races, kennelling 
requirements for dogs and record-keeping17. 
Whilst this situation is far from ideal, that 
greyhound racing takes place in Wales 
without any of these conditions remains a 
huge cause for concern.

ANIMAL WELFARE ISSUES FOR THE FIFTH ASSEMBLY

INTRODUCE AN ANNUAL DOG 
REGISTRATION SCHEME
The introduction of compulsory 
microchipping of all dogs in Wales is a 
positive step - allowing dogs to be more 
effectively traced back to their owners, 
and boosting the chances of tracking down 
those responsible for animal cruelty and 
unscrupulous breeding practices. However, 
to more effectively tackle dog related issues, 
the Welsh Government could go further 
with the introduction of an Annual Dog 
Registration Scheme for Wales. This would 
improve the culture of dog ownership; 
increasing the link between an owner and 
their pet; and ensuring they contribute to 
costs associated with dogs. Any such scheme 
should be self-funding. A registration scheme 
is supported by 82 percent of the Welsh 
public18, and 23 European countries have such 
a system in operation19.

TACKLING WALES’ EQUINE CRISIS
In 2014, Wales took a hugely important step 
in relation to equine welfare by introducing 
new laws aimed at tackling fly-grazing and 
abandonment; acting as a key deterrent to 
culprits and penalising irresponsible equine 
ownership. However, significant challenges 
remain as Wales continues to face an equine 
crisis. Increasing public understanding of 
the crisis, reducing instances of tethering 
and regulating livery yards to ensure 
standards should be considered by the 

future Welsh Government. Additionally, 
the Welsh Government should seek to 
introduce a lead official on developing an 
equine-focused public awareness campaign; 
and support targeted schemes aimed at 
improving equine welfare within deprived 
communities.

PREVENTATIVE FOCUS ON 
DOG CONTROL
The Welsh Government’s decision to 
drop the Control of Dogs (Wales) Bill in 
favour of the UK’s Anti-Social Behaviour 
Crime & Policing Act remains a source of 
disappointment, but the possibility to 
examine legislative gaps remains. The future 
focus on education and awareness is key for 
owners to ensure dog control issues can be 
prevented.

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Farm Animals
The RSPCA’s work on farm animal welfare 
is sometimes overlooked as companion 
animal issues often dominate headlines; 
however, this is a hugely significant area of 
work for the Society.

With millions of farm animals based in 
Wales, steps to protect their welfare should 
be a key consideration for the Welsh 
Government. As of 2013, there are some 
9.5million sheep and lambs, 8.7million 
poultry, 1.1million cattle and 25,000 pigs 
across Wales20. 

END NON-STUN SLAUGHTER
Current law in Wales requires animals to be 
stunned before slaughter, but exemptions 
exist for certain communities. Despite this, 
expert opinion indicates that the practice 
of non-stun slaughter compromises animal 
welfare, causing suffering to the animals 
involved. Farm animals slaughtered by this 
method can experience very significant 
pain and distress. The Farm Animal Welfare 

Committee has stated that “slaughter 
without pre-stunning is unacceptable”21.

Non-stun slaughter is prohibited under 
European law, but member states have 
the option to provide exemptions for the 
Shechita (Jewish) and Halal (Muslim) methods 
of slaughter. In Wales, exemptions exist 
under the Welfare of Animals at the Time 
of Killing (Wales) Regulations 2014. With 
the aim of protecting farm animals equally 
at the point of slaughter, the future Welsh 
Government must end these exemptions.

When performed correctly, stunning causes 
an animal to lose consciousness until death 
supervenes, thus rendering the animal 
insensible to pain during the slaughter 
process. Of the millions of farm animals 
slaughtered in Wales each year, the vast 
majority will be stunned before slaughter. It 
should also be noted that an estimated 88 
percent of animals slaughtered via the Halal 
method in Great Britain are stunned before 
slaughter22.

RSPCA Cymru has witnessed a groundswell 
of public opinion in support of ending the 
exemptions currently in existence. Backed 
by the British Veterinary Association (BVA), 
RSPCA Cymru’s petition urging the Welsh 
Government to act has attracted thousands 
of signatures from people in Wales; and 
polling suggests 80 percent favour the move23.

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MANDATORY CCTV IN ABATTOIRS
As sentient beings, efforts must be made 
to ensure the millions of farm animals 
slaughtered in Wales each year have the 
most painless and humane end to their 
lives as possible. Unfortunately, from time 
to time, evidence comes to light which 
has pointed to the ill-treatment of animals 
within the slaughterhouse environment. We 
support the introduction of CCTV systems 
in all Welsh abattoirs. This is a cost-effective 
and practical measure, which will increase 
consumer confidence in Welsh produce. It 
will offer protection to abattoir staff, act as 
a practical training tool and, crucially, help 
ensure welfare standards are met. Estimates 
from the FSA suggest each system would 
cost approximately £2,000 to introduce. 82 
percent of the public in Wales support its 
introduction24 in Wales’ 23 abattoirs25.

FOOD ASSURANCE 
FOR CONSUMERS
Increasingly, consumers want detailed 
information concerning how their food has 
been produced. Many people consciously 
tailor their shopping habits with the aim 
of buying higher welfare products - and 74 
percent recognise at least one of the four 
labelling schemes in Wales which self-define 
as providing higher welfare food26. Better 
labelling is vital to ensure people have the 
information they need to make an informed 
choice, and can purchase food that meets 
the welfare standards they desire. RSPCA 
Cymru believes ‘Method of Production’ 
labelling should be introduced for all meat, 
fish and dairy products; including - in the 
absence of a ban on the practice - where 
an animal has been slaughtered without 
prior stunning. We also believe the Welsh 
Government’s Action Plan for the Food 
& Drink Industry should include a greater 
focus on the role of labelling, encouraging 
producers to provide better information for 
consumers, and outlining the importance of 
providing the public with information.

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REVIEW PUBLIC SECTOR 
FOOD PROCUREMENT
The public sector spends around £70million 
on food each year27 - with local government 
food procurement accounting for over 
half of that spending28. Nearly 9 out of 10 
people believe public sector organisations 
should get animal sourced foods that 
are labelled to indicate higher standards 
of animal welfare29. The future Welsh 
Government should seek to mirror the 
National Assembly for Wales by ensuring 
higher welfare products are a requirement 
within its contracts. Additionally, guidance 
should be issued to Local Authorities 
outlining the benefits of procuring higher 
welfare produce for staff and services.

ACTION ON LIVE TRANSPORT 
The future Welsh Government should 
deliver a strong message by placing a greater 
emphasis on supporting the market for 
‘on the hook, not hoof’, including through 
backing of local abattoirs, which will create 
additional markets for exporting Welsh 
meat. They must also act as a strong voice 
within the UK and European Union to push 
for a maximum eight-hour journey time for 
animals travelling for further fattening and 
slaughter.

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Wildlife
A series of issues impact upon the welfare 
of wild, or non-domesticated, animals in 
Wales. These include wild animals kept as 
pets, wild animals used in performance, 
human-wildlife conflict, cruelty to free-
living wildlife, management, control and 
culling of wildlife, non-native species, the 
rescue and rehabilitation of wildlife and 
wildlife trade. Additionally, the RSPCA 
investigates and tackles incidences of 
wildlife crime across Wales. 

It is vital that wildlife welfare is a key 
priority for any future Welsh Government, 
and significant work is necessary in Wales 
to better protect the welfare of wildlife, 
ensure an up-to-date legislative framework 
and enhance the public’s understanding of 
this key issue.

BAN THE USE OF WILD ANIMALS 
IN CIRCUSES
Wild animals continue to face the prospect 
of life within a circus environment when 
travelling in Wales. Scientific evidence 
demonstrates that life within a travelling 
circus is likely to have harmful effects on 
animal welfare. Circuses are unsuitable and 
unable to meet the sizable and complex 
living conditions that wild animals require. 
Regular transport, cramped housing, forced 
training and an unnatural environment 
often prove an unavoidable reality for wild 
animals based within a circus setting.

Public opinion in Wales has shown to 
be in favour of a ban on the use of wild 
animals in circuses30; and a majority of Local 
Authorities have issued a ban on the land 
which they control.

The Welsh Government has acknowledged 
public support which exists for a ban and 
the need for appropriate action. Thus far, 
however, they have expressed a willingness 
for the UK Government to legislate on 
Wales’ behalf on this issue31. Given the 
Welsh Government’s acknowledgment 
to the merit of a ban, and in the absence 
of Westminster action, the future Welsh 
Government must ensure that Wales joins 
the host of countries across the world 
that have acted to end the practice of wild 
animals performing in circuses.

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AN END TO PRIMATES BEING 
KEPT AS PETS
RSPCA Cymru is opposed to the keeping 
of primates as pets - and believes the 
introduction of a strict legal restriction on 
who is permitted to keep and sell primates 
is long overdue.

As highly intelligent animals, it is a concern 
that the complex needs of primates 
continue to not be met within domestic 
environments and public places in Wales. 

It is also essential that any form of 
restricted ownership must be supported 
by a Code of Practice – such as the one 
introduced in England in 2010 – that 
promotes high levels of care. The on-going 
absence of such a Code in Wales is a further 
cause for concern.

NEW WILDLIFE ACT FOR WALES
There is a multitude of legislation in Wales 
governing naturally-occurring wildlife; 
and much of this law is fractured and 
outdated. This creates issues with regards 
to enforcement, and hinders public 
understanding as to their responsibilities 
concerning Wales’ wildlife.

The Association of Chief Police Officers 
and other bodies have acknowledged the 
enforcement issues caused by the existing 
framework32; whilst the Law Commission has 
described the current landscape as “out of 
date, confused and often contradictory”33.

RSPCA Cymru believes any future 
Welsh Government should commit to 
consolidating existing wildlife legislation 
into an accessible, updated Wildlife Act.

BETTER SNARING CONTROLS
Presently, free-running snares can be legally 
used in Wales34. Snare usage in Wales is 
significant. For example, depending on the 
time of year, in excess of 50,000 fox snares 
may be set in Wales35; emphasising the scale 
of this issue in Wales. Victims of snares may 
die of strangulation or they may weaken, 
stop struggling and starve to death or be 
killed by predators.

RSPCA Cymru is opposed to the use of all 
snares which cause suffering. We believe 
the future Welsh Government should 
implement an outright ban, which could 
form part of any new Wildlife Act.

Snares are also indiscriminate, and any 
animal that moves through the noose - such 
as a domestic pet - is a potential victim. 
Inspectorate surveys show that only a 
third of the animals caught in snares were 
actually target species. Even with adherence 
to good practice, estimates suggest the 
number of non-target species caught by a 
snare is unlikely to drop below 40 percent36.

RSPCA Cymru has witnessed Welsh 
Government efforts to improve practice 
regarding the use of snares, and associated 
dangers with them through the introduction 
of a voluntary Code of Practice. However, 
the only acceptable outcome is for an 
outright ban to be introduced in Wales.

EXOTICS AS PETS: ENCOURAGING 
RESPONSIBILITY
It can be exceptionally difficult to meet 
the specialist needs of exotic pets, such as 
snakes, terrapins, scorpions, frogs, parrots 
and tropical fish. As a result they often 
suffer from poor welfare and abandonment. 
Sadly, there is insufficient data in Wales 
regarding their popularity as pets and little 
regard for exotics within legislation. Whilst 
Codes of Practice exist for cats, dogs, 
equines and rabbits, no such guides exist for 
exotic animals, despite a widespread lack 
of knowledge concerning the complex care 
they require.

Cross-Species
Many issues impact upon a large cross-
section of animals, whether they be 
companion, farmed or wildlife. Others 
topics might not seem to directly impact 
upon the life of animals; but - in reality - 
have the potential to majorly impact upon 
animal welfare.

SAFER SANCTUARIES: REGULATE 
TO ENSURE STANDARDS
Whilst riding schools, cat boarders and dog 
breeders are all subject to regulation, animal 
welfare establishments - often known 
as ‘sanctuaries’ - are not. Many of the 90 
such establishments37 in Wales do hugely 
important work to protect animals - but, as 
it stands, anybody can establish a sanctuary 
and no specific standards are in place. A 
group of sanctuary operators and experts 
think there should be standards covering 
the sector to help protect the large number 
of animals cared for in such places38 - and 
the future Welsh Government should take 
this step by introducing regulations under 
the Animal Welfare Act (2006).

A WALES-WIDE SKY LANTERN BAN
Sky lanterns may look attractive - but 
there are major dangers associated with 
their use, including for wildlife, companion 
and farm animals. These include ingestion, 
entrapment and as a fire hazard. RSPCA 
Cymru is very pleased to have worked with 
a number of Local Authorities who have 

introduced voluntary, local bans on their 
use. The most effective step, however, to 
mitigate against the dangers associated with 
sky lantern usage is for a Wales-wide ban to 
be implemented by the Welsh Government.

EMBED ANIMAL WELFARE WITHIN 
THE PLANNING PROCESS
At present, animal welfare is not deemed as 
a ‘material consideration’ within the planning 
system. Where planning applications 
concern issues such as farm or companion 
animal housing, the planning system should 
routinely consider the animal welfare 
impacts of the proposed development. 
This change would ensure that applications 
would be subject to scientifically-proven 
consistent principles in relation to animal 
welfare; rather than be based on emotions 
and, often unproven or unstudied claims.

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ANIMAL WELFARE ISSUES FOR THE FIFTH ASSEMBLY

PROTECT CHARITY BUSINESS 
RATE RELIEF
Since 1990, charity shops in England and 
Wales have benefited from 80 percent rate 
relief. Billing authorities may also offer 
a further 20 percent discretionary relief. 
This relief facilitates the third sector’s 
ability to deliver many key services which 
communities rely upon; in turn taking strain 
away from other public sector budgets. As 
such, this relief must not be curbed by the 
future Welsh Government.

LAW-MAKING IN WALES: BETTER 
SCRUTINY OF KEY PROPOSALS
We have previously highlighted the need 
for reform of Assembly law-making 
procedures to ensure better scrutiny of key 
proposals impacting upon animal welfare. 
These include allowing for secondary, or 
subordinate, legislative proposals to be 
subject to amendment, and enhancing the 
voice of the public and stakeholders within 
consultative procedures. The irregularity 
and unpredictability of ballots for Proposed 
Members Bills has also made it harder for 
civic society and the wider Welsh public to 
effect change.

DOMESTIC ABUSE: SUPPORT FOR 
PET FOSTERING SCHEMES
It is a tragic fact that the various forms 
of domestic abuse impact upon many 
individuals and families across Wales. 

A barrier to many victims fleeing such 
situations is fear concerning what will 
happen to their pets, or an inability to find 
them safe shelter. The Welsh Government 
should increase awareness of pet fostering 
schemes, and include - within statutory 
guidance given to Local Authorities - an 
emphasis on the role of pets within abusive 
situations. 

MEETING THE CHALLENGE OF PETS 
IN HOUSING
Many challenges are posed by the keeping 
of pets in sheltered, social or private 
accommodation. Provisions within the 
Housing (Wales) Act offer much scope for 
enhancing animal welfare standards. The 
development of a well-enforced Pets Policy, 
and training for private landlords, are issues 
which can reduce anti-social behaviour and 
facilitate happier, healthier tenants who are 
responsible pet owners.
